Purpose of the Post:
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1 To represent all students at Bradford College, including at meetings.
2 To lead and develop The Students’ Union at Bradford College, and work alongside the Executive Team.  3

3 To lead campaigns on issues that affect students at Bradford College and nationally.
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4 To be a trustee of The Students’ Union at Bradford College.

Based in the David Hockney Building, the post holder may be required to work at or from any of the Bradford College Students’ Union’s campuses.

1) Duties of the post:


1 Ensure your work is influenced by student needs and opinions.
2 Represent and engage with all students.
3 Work and support your team of fellow Officers, to complete duties required as a Trustee of Bradford College Students’ Union.
4 Be ready and willing to accept actions from the Student Parliament.
5 Work with the Personal Development Team to plan a programme of student activities.
6 Contribute towards setting Students’ Union’s priorities with colleagues and the college.
7 Attend training and conferences to develop your skills.
8 Be prepared to work outside your contracted hours including during evenings and weekends when necessary, occasionally travelling to attend conferences and training. 
9 Hold Bradford College to account on decisions made which affect students, representing their views and campaigning for change.

10 Work to design and deliver the Students’ Union’s strategic vision.
11 Engage in sector-wide debate and activity.
12 Run campaigns alongside your fellow Officers, raising awareness of issues affecting students.
2) Responsibilities of the post:


1 Lead the Students’ Union and the Elected Officer Team.
2 Chair the Board of Trustees of Bradford College Students’ Union.
3 Be the public face of the Students’ Union to local, national and international communities.
4 Regularly meet with Bradford College’s Executive Leadership team and represent the views of students at cross college committees (for example, the Equality, Diversity & Inclusion Committee).
5 Be a Student Governor at Bradford College.
6 Act as the key link to Bradford College, NUS UK and other key organisations and stakeholders.


3) Other Duties


1 To attend appropriate meetings as and when required by the Union.
2 To abide by the Union’s legally defined purpose, policies and procedures at all times.
3 To contribute to the positive image of the Union with students, the college and the local community.
4 Value equality, diversity and inclusion at all times and work to remove barriers to equality.
5 Be an excellent role model who promotes high standards of integrity and honesty and represents the organisation’s values.
6 To undertake other tasks and responsibilities appropriate with the level and nature of the post

as required.

7 Maintain close communication with the Students’ Union, either in person or online.
8 Undertake the relevant training provided by the Students Union/ NUS, which will equip you with the skills and tools to succeed in the role.
9 To provide a high-quality standard of service to all members of Bradford College Students’ Union.
